A minimum attendance of 75% of the total working days is
required during the academic year. A student returning to
school after suffering from an infectious or contagious
disease should produce a doctor's certificate permitting him
to attend the school.

2. Every student must be present on the re-opening day after
each vacation.

3. No leave other than medical leave will be sanctioned during
examination Application for the same shall reach principal's
office on the very date of following. In case no application can
be submitted, intimation may be given over phone and later
the application may be submitted mentioning to whom
information of illness was given.

4. Attendance is compulsory on National festivals such as the
“Independence Day” “Republic day” etc. Absence on those
days will be punishable.

Students are expected to maintain a high standard of good
manners, behaviorand etiquette.

If a child is found involved in any undesired activity or exhibiting
an offensive attitude, she/he will be expelled from the school on
charges of indiscipline.
